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stern-wheel steamboats as far as the Loucks’ house.  
Unfortunately for many in Pacheco, the floods in the 1860’s 
wiped out many of their businesses and buildings, including the 
warehouse. 
 
Raising grain, fine horses and sheep became Loucks’ main 
business.  In 1880, tax records show he had 10 horses, 8 colts, 3 
cows, 1 calf, 4 stock cattle, 425 sheep, 200 lambs and 29 hogs.  
In addition, he harvested 60 tons of wheat! 
 
Also, as a civic leader, Loucks held the position of County 
Supervisor, County Clerk and County Recorder.  He belonged 
to several civic groups and headed the Republican organization 
of Contra Costa. 
 
Mary Loucks Olson was the great granddaughter of George and 
Anne Loucks.  She, along with many of the Loucks/Lieber 
families, is buried in the family plot at the Pacheco Cemetery.
